Conservation Conference, the Conservation Film Festival, and the Conservation Art Show; and

of conservation leaders representing government, education, and non-profit organizations; participating
institutions and agencies include the University of Hawai'i,, Office of Hawaiian Affairs, Hawai‘i Department of
Agriculture, Hawai'i Department of Land and Natural Resources, National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration and a number of other federal agencies; and

WHEREAS, Conservation Month will engage Hawai'i’s conservation leadership and citizenry in understanding
statewide conservation issues and focus on solving the highest priority problem; and

WHEREAS, Conservation Month will celebrate progress toward the effective management of Hawai'i’s native

ecosystems and will include activities that support restoration of rare and endangered species and their
habitats; and

research and the strengthening of conservation professionals’ skills; and

WHEREAS, Conservation Month will increase the public’s awareness and involvement in conserving and
managing Hawai'i's natural environment;
