WHEREAS, Jan Yanehiro Day recognizes that, as Director of the School of Multimedia Communications at the
Academy of Art University in San Francisco, Jan Yanehiro continues to share her extensive media experience
through a creative and engaging educational curriculum; and

WHEREAS, Jan Yanehiro Day highlights that on May 22, 2014, the City and County of Honolulu and HCCNC
honor Jan Yanehiro, long-time HCCNC supporter, entrepreneur, teacher, author and Emmy award-winning
broadcast journalist from San Francisco who grew up in Honolulu, with the KQlia I Ka Nu’u award at their Five
Star Aloha Gala benefit;
