100th Anniversary of Kalihi Union Church

WHEREAS, Palama Chapel was established in 1899, led by Central Union Church Associate Pastor of Peter
Westervelt; shortly after its establishment, the Great Honolulu Chinatown fire of 1900 would usher in the
dramatic growth of Kalihi; and

WHEREAS, Rev. Horace W. Chamberlain of Chicago came to Hawai’i to assisted Hawaiian Pastor Rev. Poai
of the Kalihi-Moanalua Church with English services and, in 1909, gave himself fully to the work in Kalihi
and raised funds for its support; and

WHEREAS, Rev. Horace W. Chamberlain’s passionate plea led to the purchase of the seven-acre Lloyd
Estate in 1911 for $10,000; immediately thereafter, Rev. Chamberlain boldly petitioned the O’ahu
Association to establish an independent Church in Kalihi, which it approved on August 9, 1913; the Kalihi
Council became a church with Chamberlain as pastor on September 21, 1913; and

WHEREAS, Kalihi Union Church since 1913 has dedicated itself to its mission, “our love for one another”
and to bringing hope to the world; the church has remained committed to community service, preforming
countless acts of kindness and charity;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, NEIL ABERCROMBIE, Governor, and I, SHAN S. TSUTSUI, Lieutenant Governor for
the State of Hawai’i, do hereby proclaim August 23, 2013, as

“KALIHI UNION CHURCH DAY”
in Hawai’i and ask the people of the Aloha State to join us in recognizing Kalihi Central Church on its 100th
anniversary as a part of our island community.
