WHEREAS, the Consulate General of the People’s Republic of China in Los Angeles understands that the State of Hawai’i has
been enriched by its residents of Chinese ancestry, and is proud to be the recipient of their many significant contributions to
the cultural, civic, economic and spiritual life of our state; and

WHEREAS, the Consulate General of the People’s Republic of China in Los Angeles reminds us that the People’s Republic of
China and Hawai’i have developed a strong bond of friendship and growing economic partnership, through tourism
promotions, culture and art exchanges, and other areas, including a memorandum of understanding between l-Iawai’i and the
the China Council for Promotion of International Trade pursuing mutual interest in clean energy development;
