WASHINGTON PLACE TOURS
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Washington Place is best known as the former home of Queen Lili‘uokalani, the last reigning
monarch of the Hawaiian Kingdom who lived here from 1862 until 1917.

The elegant Greek-Revival mansion, completed in 1847 for Captain John Dominis, an American
trader, has been the center of social and political life in the Hawaiian Islands throughout its long
and remarkable history.

Following the Queen Lili‘uokalani’s death, Washington Place served 80 years as Executive
Mansion for the Governor of Hawai‘i. Designated a National Historic Landmark in 2007,

Washington Place remains the official residence of the Governor however, a new house built on
the property in 2002, is now the personal residence of the Governor of Hawai'‘i.
